Xinjiang cotton ‘widespread’ despite US UFLPA legislation

CertainT Isotope testing has found 19% of cotton samples showed
evidence of a Xinjiang origin between February 2023 and March 2024
despite the enforcement of the Uyghur Forced Labor Prevention Act
(UFLPA).

Conducted by Applied DNA Sciences and Stratum Reservoir, the
CertainT Report also found that 57% of the samples testing positive
for Xinjiang cotton claimed to have a US origin. The next most-
commonly claimed origin was Brazil (12%), followed by non-Xinjiang
regions of China (11%) and Australia (9%).
